Thus, the following was explored: reading
strategies, problems and solutions, the way the subjects constructed their representations of the texts, the students’
individual patterns of developing comprehension and effectiveness in identifying the main ideas. The findings revealed both
differences and similarities between the subjects’ reading in Polish and their reading in English. The book offers implications
for further research and elucidates the usefulness of think-aloud protocols in foreign language instruction.
